The overwhelming number of New York State residents 
who receive a weekly community newspaper, read it.

The readership to possession ratio for weekly 
community newspapers remains strong at 86%.

Readership to Possession Ratio

This means that in 86% of the households 
that receive a weekly community newspaper, 
the newspaper is read.

More than 7.8 million adult New Yorkers 
read a weekly community newspaper.

7,866,850 adults in New York State read a weekly community newspaper.  
This represents an increase of more than 100,000 adults since 1994.

Weekly community newspapers remain in readers’ households 
for several days and are referred to more than once.

Almost half of weekly community newspaper readers 45% keep each issue of the newspaper in their home 
until the next issue arrives, and on average, readers refer to each issue twice.

Readers of weekly community newspapers keep each issue in their home for an average of 4.3 days.

In addition, weekly community newspaper readers spend more than twenty minutes (23 on average) reading 
their newspaper each time they refer to it.

Weekly community newspapers reach an exclusive 
audience that daily newspapers do not.

49% of New Yorkers report they do not read a daily newspaper.

Weekly community newspapers reach almost half of those New Yorkers who do not read a daily newspaper.

Weekly community newspapers reach 47% of New Yorkers who did not read a daily newspaper on the previous day.  
This represents an exclusive readership audience for weekly community newspapers.
